CHRISTMAS BACKPACKS FOR CHILDREN AND TEENS
We are excited to announce the opportunity to partner with The South Union Mt. Zion Baptist Association in Williamsburg Ky., to provide backpacks for underprivileged kids in the Appalachian Mt area. 
We will be working with 7-10 churches (depending on the backpacks that you provide). 
Backpacks may be turned in as late as Wednesday, December 3rd.  We will be leaving with the backpacks on Friday Dec.5th and returning Sunday, December 7th, at approximately 8:00 pm. During the time we are there, we will not only work with 11—13 churches, but also Christ in Faith Ministries. 
With Christ in Faith Ministries, we will be working in Whitley North Elementary School.  On Saturday, as we will be feeding families coming in, along with the students, to pick up backpacks. There also will be games and refreshments at the school.  This will be a great opportunity for you and your church to be involved in missions. If you can't go and help, then you can still be part by collecting  backpacks in your S.S. class or small group or just some friends or as a church project. You can also begin praying for the kids and families that receive the backpacks and also the Lord will lay on the hearts of His people to send the backpacks. We also have S.S. & individuals and churches who are giving money. What we have done the last 2 years is Order backpacks in advance and as sales occur, order materials to go into the backpacks and have them sent to Laurel Lake, where we will be staying, and put together the backpacks on Friday night after arriving.  
The cost for the trip will be $90.00 per person. This will include 2 nights lodging, meals Friday night and Saturday and one Sunday. You will need to provide for your meal as you travel to and from Williamsburg.
